MEANDER

Who leads a flock of birds?
Who controls the flow of the river?
As nature has its natural flow, so does Meander.
 
In Meander five circus and dance artists weave a visual landscape. They slide and climb over and under each other, soar into the heights 
or intertwine into one body. Like a new river finding its course, or like a flock of birds migrating as one body, this is how Meander 
was created. In this continuum of movement and rhythm, the performers highlight their mutual trust despite the frictions and fractures 
between each other.

Meander is an ode to the process, to our constantly changing view of how we experience each other and our surroundings. By breaking 
free from traditional lines of hierarchy and positions of power, the five performers create a space where each moment can bring a new 
discovery, a new question, or a new insight.

After numerous crossovers, partner acrobats Knot on Hands, Felix Zech and the duo Marta & Kim join forces in the performance Meander. 
Together they won the BNG Bank dance and circus award three times, were selected for Aerowaves, CircusNext, were nominated for the 
Prijs van de Nederlandse Dansdagen and performed their own work more than 350 times at home and abroad. 
Under the wings of production houses TENT and Dansateliers, they realize their dream of making a production together with Meander.

ABOUT THE PERFORMERS

Knot on Hands (Britt, Mario, and Tijs) create remarkable shows with their playful collaborations and powerful acrobatics. Their first show, 
Brace for Impact, was noted for its sensitive and original language of movement. Since then, they have been touring PASSING BY, and 
from December 2023 their theater show CONCRETE.

During Surface with Familiar Faces, Felix Zech developed a passion for deconstructing traditional circus techniques. Like a sculptor cutting 
away excess wood, Felix transforms acrobatic skills into innovative and surprising movement material.

Marta & Kim are known for their fluid integration of circus and dance. Their interest in human contact is at the core of their work. In 
ENGEL, FASE, and Our Arms Grew Together, we see how they create accessible images by bringing forward simple, physical metaphors.

The five acrobats of the collective form a well-attuned troupe 
capable of miraculously transforming five bodies into a river, a sea 
or a starry sky in a performance that invites reflection on the great 

importance of interplay in our human lives.
